Although Girton and Newnham Colleges were founded for women in 1869 and 1878 respectively they did not participate in the bumping races at all although a few crews did row. When very much later the Women's University Boat Club asked to join the men's races they were eventually permitted to do so but it was obvious from the results that the men were far too strong and the CUWBC crew was bumped time after time. 
In the 1970s women were gradually being admitted to formerly all men's colleges as follows:-
1972 Churchill, Clare, King's, Selwyn & Sidney Sussex
1977 Trinity & Trinity Hall
1978 Christ's, Downing, Emmanuel, Fitzwilliam, Caius, Jesus, St Catharine's, St Edmund's
1981 St John's
1982 Robinson
1983 & 4 Corpus Christi, Pembroke and Peterhouse
Women's colleges started admitting men as follows:-
1977 Girton
1978 Homerton
Leaving only Newnham, New Hall (now Murray Edwards) and Lucy Cavendish for women only
It was naturally agreed that they should form college crews and row in their own divisions which is what happens today.
Women started separate events in the Mays of 1974 initially rowing in IVs until 1991. The reasons why women rowed in IVs are mentioned in the book "The Bumps" as (a) initially there were only a few women so getting together a crew of eight might be difficult, (b) it was also thought that the men needed all the VIIIs and (c) the main reason was the mistaken view that novice women would have more difficulty in controlling an VIII than a IV which was, of course, rubbish.
Women rowed in the Lents in VIIIs from beginning in 1976. Quite why they rowed in IVs in the Mays for so long has not been discovered.
In those days it was the University Boatman who fired the guns but he objected to women rowing so the first races were started by John Durack, a Lady Margaret man, using a starting pistol - as there not many crews this proved satisfactory. Incidentally he is called "Fitz". He is one of the three authors of the book entitled "The Bumps", the other two being George Gilbert and John Marks, which is regularly advertised in the Bumps programmes. Much of the information found on this DVD originates from that excellent book. Whilst the women continued to row the Mays in IVs, as soon as the last of the women's races started there was a terrific scramble to rearrange the chains for the men rowing in eights just 45 minutes later.
The women's Mays first started in 1974 with only 12 crews from just 6 colleges but women had not been admitted to Fitzwilliam at that time. Fitzwilliam's first appearance in the Mays was in 1980, although they were admitted two years earlier in 1978, when there were two divisions and Fitzwilliam started at the top of the 2nd Division. There were 22 boats in the 1st Division and 23 in the 2nd division, these large numbers only being possible as they were rowing in IVs. 
These are the numbers of crews per division throughout the length of the women rowing in the Mays.

What follows are the results of all the Fitzwilliam Mays women's crews since they started in 1980. All year headings are followed by the event (g Lents or Mays) and Men or Women.
The second line indicates the number of crews in the divisions and the total number of crews racing. An example is "Divs 1-3 of 22, Div 4 of 23 = 89" which means there were 22 crews in Divisions 1, 2, & 3, the 4th division of 23 making 89 crews in all.
Below that are shown each crew, Fitzwilliam 1, Fitzwilliam 2 etc. and where they started in their division and where they started of all the crews on the river that year. Then what happened to the crew on each of the four days racing and finally a summary of how many places were gained or lost or if they stayed level, whether or not this qualified them for oars or blades or spoons, and finally where they finished as a position in which division and their position on the river.

the women continued to row the Mays in IVs, as soon as 


the last of the women's races started there was a terrific scramble to rearrange the chains for the 


men rowing in eights just 45 minutes later.
